A Song of Life
Psalm 20 

 1 May the LORD answer you in the day of trouble; may the name of the God of Jacob defend you; 2 May He send you help from the sanctuary, and strengthen you out of Zion;3 May He remember all your offerings, and accept your burnt sacrifice.  Selah  

 4 May He grant you according to your heart’s desire, and fulfill all your purpose. 5 We will rejoice in your salvation, and in the name of our God we will set up our banners!  May the LORD fulfill all your petitions. 6 Now I know that the LORD saves His anointed; He will answer him from His holy heaven  with the saving strength of His right hand. 7 Some trust in chariots, and some in horses; but we will remember the name of the LORD our God. 8 They have bowed down and fallen; but we have risen and stand upright. 9 Save, LORD! May the King answer us when we call.
This powerful Psalm should be a permanent part of our daily confession. All of the wonderful things God will do for his children are listed. All we have to do as it says in verse 7 is remember His name. This is a hidden mystery that the lost don’t understand at all and most Christians don’t either. There is a line from a country song ‘dance with the one who brought you.’ Remember whose you are and who you will spend eternity with.

 People think they have to control or impress the people around them. By doing this they are trusting in the things they control like ’horses and chariots.’  When we remember the name of the Lord we are focusing on the only thing that matters. Why is this so hard? Because it takes us out of our control zone and we have to give control to the Lord Jesus.

A lady came to me not long ago and asked me how she could forgive someone who had done her wrong. My answer to her was ‘let it go’ and don’t let you past dictate your future. We want to wallow in our past so we can have justice in the future. If we remember the name of our Lord we are focusing on him and not the person, situation or problem.
Philippians 2:9-11 Therefore God also has highly exalted Him and given Him the name which is above every name, 10 that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of those in heaven, and of those on earth, and of those under the earth, 11 and that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.
Remember the name of the Lord Jesus and forget the name of the problem.
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
