Christmas is a time of blessings. Are you waiting to be blessed? 

Jeremiah 29:10-13 10 For thus says the LORD, That after seventy years are completed at Babylon I will visit you, and perform my good word toward you, and cause you to return to this place. 11 For I know the thoughts that I think toward you, says the LORD, thoughts of peace and not of evil, to give you a future and a hope. 12 Then you will call upon me, and go and pray to me, and I will listen to you. 13 And you will seek me, and find me, when you search for me with all your heart. 
The children of Israel continually sinned without repentance and God allowed them to be taken captive. For 70 years God watched them change their hearts and show true repentance. At the end of seventy years God revealed His plans for them. People read verse 10 and think they are going to have to wait seventy years for a blessing. Have you repented and are you in that waiting period so God can bless you? 

The scripture in Isaiah 40:31 But they that wait upon the LORD shall renew their strength; they shall mount up with wings as eagles; they shall run, and not be weary; and they shall walk, and not faint. People quote this  when they are waiting for something. The waiting has to be qualified with repentance. Job realized that in order for him to be blessed He had to repent, so in Job 42:6 I take back everything I said, and I sit in dust and ashes to show my repentance." After nine months of waiting Job received a double blessing of what his wealth was before the test. 

Where are you in your life with God blessing you? Have you repented or are you being stubborn thinking you’re punishing God? Why don’t you repent so God can bless you? You might say “I haven’t sinned.” Are you being blessed? You probably haven’t murdered or stolen but have you doubted, worried, lied or allowed pride to take control. 

In Job 42:12a So the LORD blessed the latter end of Job more than his beginning. God wants to bless you but He wants you to understand that sin has consequences and blessings come from repentance. Start today taking an inventory of your life. If you have allowed sin to creep in STOP, DROP and PRAY. Humble yourself and repent so you can receive all of God’s blessings.
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
