1 John 4:17 Herein is our love made perfect, that we may have boldness in the day of judgment: because as He is, so are we in this world.

Ephesians 5:1,2 Therefore be imitators of God, as beloved children. And walk in love, as Christ loved us and gave himself up for us, a fragrant offering and sacrifice to God.
We get up and start our day unaware of what the day holds for us. In John 16:33 - I have said this to you, that in me you may have peace. In the world you have tribulation; but be of good cheer, I have overcome the world." We can only be confident in what God’s word says about how we should approach each day. It is never too late to start. Try imitating Jesus and watch the world change around you.
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
