Brokenness

Luke 20:18 Whoever falls on that stone will be broken; but on whomever it falls, it will grind him to powder
 It is human nature to want everyone to be broken of pride but we take pride in being broken. We want the appearance of brokenness but not the pain that goes with it. Brokenness isn’t acting humble when it suits us then being an instrument for confusion when our apparent humbleness doesn’t serve its purpose. Brokenness is being Jesus centered not self-centered. 
Isaiah 8:14 He will be as a sanctuary, but a stone of stumbling and a rock of offense To both the houses of Israel, as a trap and a snare to the inhabitants of Jerusalem.

1 Peter 2:8 and“ A stone of stumbling and a rock of offense.” They stumble, being disobedient to the word, to which they also were appointed.
The key to brokenness is choosing to fall on Jesus. The stumbling stone was placed to show people they were headed in the wrong direction but the stone itself was a point of transformation. Jesus, the stone, is placed in our lives to trip us to get our attention or to be a starting point for change. 

Psalm 31:12 I am forgotten like a dead man, out of mind; I am like a broken vessel.
Brokenness is being like a dead person because people don’t see you by the Jesus that lives in you. Apostle Paul wrote this truth in Galatians 2:20 I have been crucified with Christ; it is no longer I who live, but Christ lives in me; and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave Himself for me. 
Where are you in your walk with Jesus? Do people see Jesus in you or do they see you? If they are seeing you then its your flesh having its way. We think the thoughts we think are Christ’s thoughts but if those thoughts are self serving then you have missed brokenness.

All you have to do is fall before a loving Jesus and confess your insecurity and give Him control.
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
