Can people tell you’re a Christian?

Romans 12:1-2 1I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that ye present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto God, which is your reasonable service. 2And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God. 
Matthew 5:16 Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good works, and glorify your Father which is in heaven.
James 1:27 Pure religion and undefiled before God and the Father is this, To visit the fatherless and widows in their affliction, and to keep himself unspotted from the world.
These scriptures are a blueprint of how Christians should appear to the world around them. Most of us have the appearance this is true by attending church, helping when its convenient or expounding on the scriptures. 

How would your family describe you on a Christian daily walk? Do they see a man or woman full of faith, slow to anger, giving of themselves, not overcome by circumstances, always loving, not quick to judge  and most important an example of Christ in the home? In James 1: 2-4 My brethren, count it all joy when ye fall into divers temptations; Knowing this, that the trying of your faith worketh patience. We can work at perfection but if we don’t allow the Word of God to control our lives in all areas we are just playing Christian.
