1 Corinthians 15:33 Do not be deceived: “Evil company corrupts good habits.”
Have you ever noticed when you hang out with non Christians that your actions resemble their actions? If the person comes to church, they will see a group of people who live their Christianity on Sunday for a couple of hours.
Satan is always working to destroy our Christian witness by getting us to compromise our beliefs. Once we start justifying improper behavior as acceptable then satan has us. It says in 2 Corinthians 5:17 Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; old things have passed away; behold, all things have become new. The lifestyle that was always looking for a party time is supposed to be dead and we should start walking in a new lifestyle. Some people think they can have Jesus and still do everything they did before. 
This is where the church has failed, not teaching people what is acceptable behavior, I’m not talking about the church acting as a moral police but letting people know what the Word of God says is acceptable.

How about you? What kind of witness are you to the world around you? Are you Mr. or Mrs. Religious at church meetings but the good time person with the non church crowd? Jesus said in Revelation 3:15,16 “I know your works, that you are neither cold nor hot. I could wish you were cold or hot. 16 So then, because you are lukewarm, and neither cold nor hot, I will vomit you out of My mouth.
