DIVORCE

Malachi 2:16 "I hate divorce," says the LORD God of Israel, NIV

Matthew 5: 31-32 31"It has been said, 'Anyone who divorces his wife must give her a certificate of divorce.'[a] 32But I tell you that anyone who divorces his wife, except for marital unfaithfulness, causes her to become an adulteress, and anyone who marries the divorced woman commits adultery. NIV a Deut 24:1

The Bible is very plain on God’s feelings about divorce. The Bible explains the reasons divorce is permitted and the consequences for divorcing without good cause.  Divorce without good cause is a sin. Like all sin there are sufferings associated with sinning. All sin has a multiple effect. In divorce, all people touched are affected; husbands, wives, children, relatives and people not yet met are affected.  

You are never the same person after a divorce unless you experience the grace of God through his forgiveness. There is a time of restoration into the operation of God’s calling on your life. For each person the time is different. What determines the length of time is your willingness to accept your responsibility in the divorce. 

A woman is abused by a husband (physically or mentally) and she divorces him. Her restoration will not begin until she releases forgiveness. Although she was the victim, she will remain the victim until she forgives. Bitterness and un-forgiveness will keep her tied to that person. Forgiveness will set her free.

God does hate divorce but he loves you. Jesus died so you, a divorced person could experience forgiveness. If you are holding on to the pain and hurt of divorce let Jesus fill your life with forgiveness.
