Do not despise the discipline of God.

Proverbs 3:11,12 11My son, despise not the chastening of the LORD; neither be weary of his correction: 12For whom the LORD loveth he correcteth; even as a father the son in whom he delighteth. 

Hebrews 12: 5-11 5And ye have forgotten the exhortation which speaketh unto you as unto children, My son, despise not thou the chastening of the Lord, nor faint when thou art rebuked of him:  6For whom the Lord loveth he chasteneth, and scourgeth every son whom he receiveth.   7If ye endure chastening, God dealeth with you as with sons; for what son is he whom the father chasteneth not?  8But if ye be without chastisement, whereof all are partakers, then are ye bastards, and not sons.  9Furthermore we have had fathers of our flesh which corrected us, and we gave them reverence: shall we not much rather be in subjection unto the Father of spirits, and live?  10For they verily for a few days chastened us after their own pleasure; but he for our profit, that we might be partakers of his holiness.  11Now no chastening for the present seemeth to be joyous, but grievous: nevertheless afterward it yieldeth the peaceable fruit of righteousness unto them which are exercised thereby. 

There was an incident on a commercial airplane flight where a three year old would not sit in her seat. The child kept screaming and hiding in under the seat. The airline personnel gave the parents 15 extra minutes after the flight was supposed to leave to get the child under control, When it was apparent that the parents weren’t going to discipline the child the airline put them off the flight. The parent’s complaint was “they needed more time to consol their daughter”. The child needed discipline not consoling. What if God handled us the same way? We would be spoiled children not knowing the value of the ultimate price that was paid for our salvation.

When we belong to God by accepting his son Jesus as our Savior and Lord, God won’t let us get away with evil. Because God loves us so much he will discipline us. God disciplines us when we either kept repeating the same sin over again or go against something He has told us not to do. If we do something we know is wrong and we get caught, then we get upset with God. Then we ask ”Why can they can do it and they don’t get in trouble? It isn’t fair,” If God allows us get by with the sin, we are in a dangerous place because that would show you aren’t a true child. God chastens those He loves. Chastening should be a comfort because that proves we are God’s children and He loves us.
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
