Don’t give up
Habakkuk 3:17-19 Although the fig tree shall not blossom, neither shall fruit be in the vines; the labour of the olive shall fail, and the fields shall yield no meat; the flock shall be cut off from the fold, and there shall be no herd in the stalls: 18 Yet I will rejoice in the LORD, I will joy in the God of my salvation. 19 The LORD God is my strength, and he will make my feet like hinds' feet, and he will make me to walk upon mine high places. 
The 17th verse in Habakkuk describes a situation where everything has gone wrong or turned bad. Have you or are you going through a time like this? Sometime these periods are for days, weeks and years. Everyone goes through rough times. Rough times aren’t always financial some are emotional or physical.  The key is remembering who you belong to and what his promises say. In Habakkuk everything was going bad but the writer remembered the Lord. 

Your own mind and people will try to get you to focus on your problems. The key is to focus on God’s promises. Everything has a time or season God’s promises are timeless and have no season. The same promise written in Habakkuk the 19th verse is just as timely today. God will be our strength if we let him.  He will raise us above our problems no matter how insurmountable they seem. 
What are you facing today that needs God’s strength? Aren’t you tired of trying to solve the problem yourself? Sometimes we have to make a stand. In 1 Thessalonians 3:8 - For now we live, if ye stand fast in the Lord. Living free from the effects of problems is a choice that you need to make. We all will have some kind of problem. It is knowledge that God will get us through any problem. Don’t  let your words snare you as it says in Psalms 45:1 - My heart is inditing a good matter: I speak of the things which I have made touching the king: my tongue is the pen of a ready writer. With your words you are writing your own epitaph.
