Psalm 51:1 Have mercy upon me, O God, according to Your lovingkindness; according to the multitude of Your tender mercies, blot out my transgressions.
Isaiah 55:3 Incline your ear, and come to Me. Hear, and your soul shall live; and I will make an everlasting covenant with you— The sure mercies of David.
 These three verses show that God gave his covenant of mercy to David. David wasn’t perfect. He committed sin and transgressions but repented. God’s everlasting covenant of mercy became that continually blooming contract.
God says in Isaiah 55: 3 that we have the same guarantee that David had and it has been given to us with a blood oath.

Hebrews 13:20 Now may the God of peace who brought up our Lord Jesus from the dead, that great Shepherd of the sheep, through the blood of the everlasting covenant, 21 make you complete in every good work to do His will, working in you what is well pleasing in His sight, through Jesus Christ, to whom be glory forever and ever. Amen.
