Every story paints a picture and to receive revelation of what that

story means, you have to see it through the artist’s eye. 

The Apostle John is writing what he is being told, what the Word of

God says and what he sees. His words paint a vivid picture of the

return of Jesus Christ. The return of Jesus isn’t a myth or fable it

is a reality. When Jesus returns you will either be one who believes

in his redemptive work or like the ones who pierced him, scoffers and

doubters. Just as Jesus did when he walked the earth and told the

people ‘I am the way, the truth, and the life’ John 14:6, He is

telling us the same today. You have a choice to choose Jesus and be

ready for his return or choose anything else. Only the choice of

Jesus will save you from eternal living hell. Don’t let life; people

or teachings separate you from your heavenly Father. 

Psalm 19:8 The statutes of the LORD are right, rejoicing the heart:

the commandment of the LORD is pure, enlightening the eyes. Allow

your eyes to be opened to see love of God through his only son Jesus.

Allow Jesus to come into your heart and prepare it for his return. His

return for you may not be the final return when He establishes His

kingdom on earth. His return for you maybe an un-timely accident or

tragic event. We don’t know when His return will be for us but we can

be ready no matter when it is.
