Everyday with Jesus
 
Galatians 2:20 I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave himself for me.

If the church teaches that we are to live a life of faith in Jesus and acting as Jesus would act the number of pew sitters would decline. This reasoning is straight out of the pit of Hell. Satan knows if the church learns their rights and authority in Jesus, then his job will get harder. A person who lives their life for Jesus and operates in faith is a light in a dark world.
 
It says in 2 Corinthians 6:17 Wherefore come out from among them, and be ye separate, saith the Lord, and touch not the unclean thing; and I will receive you. Jesus wants us as his disciples to be different that the world. We are to bring the light of Jesus into the world not the darkness of the world into the church. 
 
Is Jesus living in you? Then you should show it by being a person of faith. It says in Hebrews 11:1 ‘Now faith is’ that means now today you need to start being that light in darkness. You are to be an example of Jesus to the people around you. It is a decision that you can make. It’s a choice of living in the Kingdom of God today or waiting till you die.
