Facing our giants?

Numbers 13:30-33  30 Then Caleb quieted the people before Moses, and said, “Let us go up at once and take possession, for we are well able to overcome it.” 
31 But the men who had gone up with him said, “We are not able to go up against the people, for they are stronger than we.” 32 And they gave the children of Israel a bad report of the land which they had spied out, saying, “The land through which we have gone as spies is a land that devours its inhabitants, and all the people whom we saw in it are men of great stature. 33 There we saw the giants (the descendants of Anak came from the giants); and we were like grasshoppers in our own sight, and so we were in their sight.”

Why did it take 40 years for the children of Israel to enter the Promise Land, fear?  Caleb and Joshua  were the only two people that made it through the desert and into the Promise Land. They faced the same giants all the other spies faced but they saw themselves victorious because of their faith in God. Why is it taking so long for you to realize or never realize your blessings, fear? Fear is just one of the many giants facing you as race towards heaven. Fear is what you see if you don’t see yourself as God’s child.

If you say you have no giant to face that isn’t true. In John 8:32 And you shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free.” We need to realize how God expects us to handle the giants. One person’s giants are another’s victory. We aren’t supposed to ignore the giants like they are not real but learn how to gain victory over them. 
John 8:36 Therefore if the Son makes you free, you shall be free indeed. The message of overcoming our giants is about Jesus and how much we allow him to do for us.  In Romans 8:37 Yet in all these things we are more than conquerors through Him who loved us. Jesus says that there are battles to face but we are victorious if we trust him. Most people try to face their giants with their own strength and power. We have to remember that Jesus won the battle with his finished work at Calvary. 
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
