Fear of God

The word fear listed in Proverbs 9: 10 means reverence. 

Proverbs 9:10 The fear of the LORD is the beginning of wisdom: and the knowledge of the holy is understanding.

To fear (reverence) the creator of all heaven and earth is wise because in Psalm 14:1 The fool hath said in his heart, There is no God. They are corrupt, they have done abominable works, there is none that doeth good. People want to believe that their opinion is right and what they think is more important than the Word of God. When a person’s opinion differs from the written Word, he or she has become a fool. People in the church don’t want to hear this kind of talk. People don’t want a teaching that will mean a change in their lives. People want to enjoy life, have their bills paid, live in a nice home, drive new cars and mix a little God in on Sunday. The Church isn’t growing because the non-church people don’t see a reason to go.  
If we the church, the body of Christ, feared God we would live a life and be a witness as if there is no tomorrow. We would be so consumed with love of our fellow man that nothing would stop us from living and sharing the Gospel. 

As born again Christians we have a duty to show and live the love of Jesus.  The great commission listed in Matthew 28:19-20 and Mark 16: 15-18 should burn within our hearts. Read them and ask the Holy Spirit to awaken in you the fire of the Gospel.

Matthew 28:19-20  Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: 20Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you: and, lo, I am with you always, even unto the end of the world. Amen.

Mark 16: 15-18 And he said unto them, Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel to every creature. 16He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved; but he that believeth not shall be damned. 17And these signs shall follow them that believe; In my name shall they cast out devils; they shall speak with new tongues; 18They shall take up serpents; and if they drink any deadly thing, it shall not hurt them; they shall lay hands on the sick, and they shall recover.
