God clean me up………
Job 23:10  But he knoweth the way that I take: when he hath tried me, I shall come forth as gold
Isaiah 48:9,10  9For My name's sake I defer My anger, and for the sake of My praise I restrain it for you, that I may not cut you off.  10Behold, I have refined you, but not as silver; I have tried and chosen you in the furnace of affliction.
Hebrews 12: 5-8 And ye have forgotten the exhortation which speaketh unto you as unto children, My son, despise not thou the chastening of the Lord, nor faint when thou art rebuked of him:  6For whom the Lord loveth he chasteneth, and scourgeth every son whom he receiveth. 7If ye endure chastening, God dealeth with you as with sons; for what son is he whom the father chasteneth not?  8But if ye be without chastisement, whereof all are partakers, then are ye bastards, and not sons.
Are you willing to let God change you into the image of his Son? Then you better get ready for some life changes experiences. God knows what is in your heart and mind. He wants to clear your life of anything that is hindering your growth in Him. We all have little personal areas that we want to keep, areas that we have become attached to. We know they are harmful but we feel secure with them. That little area has become a stumbling block. Don’t you think God knows about it? When He tries to get us to give it up we justify it to God. 

King David cried before God in Psalm 139: 23, 24  Search me, O God, and know my heart; test me and know my anxious thoughts. 24 See if there is any offensive way in me,  and lead me in the way everlasting. David wanted God to do whatever is necessary to change him in a way that would lead to being with God forever. 

Is that your prayer today ‘ God do whatever you need to do to make me more like Jesus?’ If you pray  be ready for your comfort zone to begin to disappear and if you fight the changing God will back off. God wants willing children who want to change. God wants us out of our comfort zone and into his zone which many times is more uncomfortable because it requires us to change.  God will drag you out of those comfortable areas and seal them up so you can’t run back to them. You will have friends like the Father, Son and the Holy Spirit to grow you. God may use people or circumstances in his tearing down your comfort zones to make you the person God wants you to be.
