Psalm 68: 9&10 You sent abundant rain upon your land, O God to refresh it in its weariness! There your people lived, for you gave them this home when they were destitute.  Living Bible
How big do your problems seem? When was the last time you were destitute? We seem to make a mountain out of a molehill when a problem comes. Something may come up that we weren’t expecting and you allow mayhem to ensue. Does this sound like a normal drama filled day in your life?

A situation may arise; it may be from satan or it may be from God. Is your first instinct to react or pray? When you react and it’s from satan you have allowed satan to have the victory. When a situation arises from God and you react in the flesh without prayer you miss a chance to either grow or be blessed.

We teach children in case of a fire to stop, drop and roll. We need to teach Christians to stop, pray and listen. 

In Psalm 112: 7 & 8 He does net fear bad new nor live in dread of what may happen, for he is settled in his mind that Jehovah will take care of him. That is why he is not afraid, but can calmly face his foes. Living Bible
It also says in Psalm 112: 4 When darkness over takes him light will come bursting in. That light bursting in is the light of the world, Jesus. You must believe and confess that he will show up. Don’t let your words defeat you. Let your mouth be full of God’s words and his words are your confession. 
You’re going to have things happen in your life good and bad. Praise God for the good and TRUST him in the bad. A sign of a mature Christian is one who knows what the Word says and BELIEVES IT.
