Has the Spirit come upon you?

Luke 4: 17-19 17And there was delivered unto him the book of the prophet Isaiah. And when he had opened the book, he found the place where it was written, 18The

Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he hath anointed me to preach the gospel to the poor; he hath sent me to heal the brokenhearted, to preach deliverance to the captives, and recovering of sight to the blind, to set at liberty them that are bruised, 19To preach the acceptable year of the Lord. 
Acts 1:8 But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth.
In Luke 4:1a Then Jesus being filled with the Holy Spirit, shows that before Jesus started his earthly ministry he needed to be anointed with the Holy Spirit. It also shows that Jesus read from the book of Isaiah to confirm the prophecy. Then Jesus told the disciples in Acts 1:8 the same anointing would come upon them for them to be his witnesses. 
To answer peoples misunderstanding of this divine act and not have it confused with the Holy Spirit living in you heart from your born again experience, Jesus was born of flesh and of the Spirit at his birth. Jesus still had to have the Holy Spirit to come upon him to empower him for the work in the ministry. Without the anointing of the Holy Spirit, Jesus would be limited in is effectiveness and power. We are in the same position that Jesus was when started his earthy ministry. We need the power of the Godhead through the anointing of the Holy Spirit. I know many denominations don’t agree with this teaching. What I’ve done is quoted the Bible as it is written letting Jesus speak for himself. Isaiah prophesied it would happen and Jesus confirmed it happened. Jesus says in Acts 1:8 we need the same event to happen to us for us to be his witnesses. What is the problem?

Don’t allow your religion to rob you of God’s anointing and power because they say it isn’t real or needed. It says in 1 Corinthians 2:5 that your faith should not be in the wisdom of men but in the power of God.
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
