Hearing God and knowing his voice.
Exodus 19:9 And the LORD said unto Moses, Lo, I come unto thee in a thick cloud, that the people may hear when I speak with thee, and believe thee for ever. And Moses told the words of the people unto the LORD.
Hebrews 3: 15-16 While it is said, To day if ye will hear his voice, harden not your hearts, as in the provocation.  16 For some, when they had heard, did provoke: howbeit not all that came out of Egypt by Moses.

Hearing God is not a question of God speaking it is a question of you hearing God and are you hearing God? God speaks to us directly, through his word or through another person. You have to know when it’s God and not yourself or satan. Did you know God wants to fellowship with you. If you are consumed with your life it’s hard to hear him. Start spending time with God in prayer, church, Bible reading and meditation on the Bible. When you hear that still small voice test as in 1 John 4:1-2 Beloved, believe not every spirit, but try the spirits whether they are of God: because many false prophets are gone out into the world 2Hereby know ye the Spirit of God: Every spirit that confesseth that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is of God: God put this scripture in the Bible to help guard from being deceived. God wants to spend time with you and direct your life so he doesn’t mind being tested to prove whose voice your hearing. 
There are some requirements once you have heard God. You must be a doer of the Word and mix faith with your hearing.
James 1:22 But be ye doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving your own selves

Hebrews 4:2 For unto us was the gospel preached, as well as unto them: but the word preached did not profit them, not being mixed with faith in them that heard it.
