How deep is your root?
Psalm 1:3 And he shall be like a tree planted by the rivers of water, that bringeth forth his fruit in his season; his leaf also shall not wither; and whatsoever he doeth shall prosper.

You can lay down to a Bible or tape the scriptures to your head but it won’t increase your faith. It is like planting a tree and not giving it a water source. You have to feed a tree though its tap root. You have to feed your spirit man through its spiritual tap root. The Word of God is the food and your tap root is two fold, heart and mind. Your spiritual tap root will seek out the source when you feed it the Word of God. 
 Ephesians 3:17  That Christ may dwell in your hearts by faith; that ye, being rooted and grounded in love, 
Colossians 2:7  Rooted and built up in him, and established in the faith, as ye have been taught, abounding therein with thanksgiving. 
Everyone wants to make it to heaven or at least have heaven on earth. The source to make it to heaven is Jesus and to have heaven on earth is through Jesus. You might have accepted Jesus as your savior that gets you into heaven. Making Jesus Lord of your life gives you heaven on earth. You make Jesus Lord of your life by feeding your spiritual tap root. Your spiritual tap root is fed though reading the Word, studying the Word, fellowshipping with believers and prayer. You need to mix these four things with faith and your life will be a success. Don’t confuse success with money, fame or position. Success isn’t measured by anything of this world, it is measured by the Christ likeness in you.
3John 1:2 Beloved, I wish above all things that thou mayest prosper and be in health, even as thy soul prospereth.
Psalm 1:3 says you shall prosper and in 3 John 1:2 wishes you’ll prosper. What turns a wish into reality is the amount of Word of God working in you. Don’t think troubles won’t happen, they will, but your life rooted in the Word of God will get you through. Start today tapping into Jesus through his Word. As you tap in, you will grow stronger everyday in faith, hope and love.
