If tomorrow never comes……..
Numbers 14:25b Tomorrow turn you, and get you into the wilderness by the way of the Red sea.
Moses sent twelve spies into the Promised Land and ten came back saying the land was full of giants and Israel could not prevail against them. Two spies, Joshua and Caleb, said that the land was flowing with milk and honey and Israel would prevail.
The people of Israel agreed with the ten spies and God sent the entire people to wander in the desert for 40 years until all the adults that believed they could not win died.  God sent them to wander for forty years because they chose to follow their own fears (their way) instead of trusting God.

God gives each of us many checks to make sure we make right decisions. 
1. Pray

5. Gods decision don’t require explanations they bring peace 

6. Turn the decision process over to God

7. Is this decision a blessing or a curse
