In the midst of the storm
Matthew 8:23-28a Now when He got into a boat, His disciples followed Him. 24 And suddenly a great tempest arose on the sea, so that the boat was covered with the waves. But He was asleep. 25 Then His disciples came to Him and awoke Him, saying, "Lord, save us! We are perishing!" 26 But He said to them, "Why are you fearful, O you of little faith?" Then He arose and rebuked the winds and the sea, and there was a great calm. 27 So the men marveled, saying, "Who can this be, that even the winds and the sea obey Him?" 28 When He had come to the other side, 
The question needs to be asked, in the midst of the storm are you bailing water or sleeping? There are always religious folks who say that it depends on the situation. Making the decision of what you need to do depends on your level of faith. You have to walk in the light you have but you don’t have to remain in the light you have.
Life will bring all kinds of storms but we don’t have to be caught up in them. Jesus has given us promises in His Word and we can choose to believe them or not. There is always a choice and the choice we make will direct our life. 

What storms are in your life today?  Have you searched the Word to find out how to get through them or are you trying to figure it out on your own? Jesus’ solution was to sleep through the storm because He knew God was protecting him. Jesus gives us a great example of how we are to react to life’s storms.  When storms arise we are to rest in Jesus or rest in what the Word says which is the same.

Allow the Word of God develop a lifestyle of faith in you. Spend time in God’s Word and as it says in Romans 10:17 So then faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the word of God. It is a truth that when you study the Bible to learn something an amazing thing happens, we learn how God, Jesus and the Holy Spirit are working for us. 
Jeremiah 29:11-13 For I know the thoughts that I think toward you, says the LORD, thoughts of peace and not of evil, to give you a future and a hope. 12 Then you will call upon Me and go and pray to Me, and I will listen to you. 13 And you will seek Me and find Me, when you search for Me with all your heart.
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
