In the midst of troubles pray abundantly.
John 10:10 The thief cometh not, but for to steal, and to kill, and to destroy: I am come that they might have life, and that they might have it more abundantly.
Have you ever had one of those days where everything seems to be going bad? I was having bad day and I started complaining to God about all my problems and troubles. I asked God what to do. God said “start praying abundantly”. I started praying for everything I could think of abundantly. In the midst of my praying the scripture  
Ephesians 3:20 - Now unto him that is able to do exceeding abundantly above all that we ask or think, according to the power that worketh in us, came to me. 

This was a wake up call, for me, not to focus on my troubles nor let the confession of troubles come out of my mouth. God knows my problems and troubles but He has a solution, HIM. God said in John 10:10 the thief (Satan) was after us but God sent Jesus to give us an abundant rescue. God has promised he will deliver, bless and take care of me abundantly so why worry and complain. Don’t compare abundantly with money. Abundantly means exceeding the need.
