Is your faith a reality?

Habakkuk 3:17-19 17 Though the fig tree may not blossom, nor fruit be on the vines; though the labor of the olive may fail, and the fields yield no food; though the flock may be cut off from the fold, and there be no herd in the stalls;

18 Yet I will rejoice in the LORD, I will joy in the God of my salvation. 
19 The LORD God is my strength; He will make my feet like deer’s feet, and He will make me walk on my high hills.

Faith sees the world and life in a different reality than your mind does. Faith isn’t moved by the visual, in 2 Corinthians 5:7 For we walk by faith, not by sight. People want their reality to be consistent with what is seen. Does it mean that what we see isn’t true? No, but what we see can change by our faith. Let this example explain what I’m talking about. A woman in our church had a mammogram and a dark spot showed up in one of her breasts. The doctor was concerned and wanted more tests. We prayed that Jesus would remove any mass from her breast. When the second test was done they couldn’t find any problem. They explained it away by saying there must have been a spot on the x-ray. Natural sight showed a problem, faith saw a healing.

As the scripture says in Habakkuk, no matter what the problem looks like the Lord is bigger than the problem. We all face giants in our life whether they are money problems, relationship problems, family problems, fears or many other things. The giants or problems can overwhelm and/or defeat us if we walk by sight and accept the visual. We have choices to accept what we see or have faith in the Lord Jesus. 

People want you to cave in to into the reality of defeat and fear. Stand like David stood when he faced the giant Goliath 1 Samuel 17:47 and that all this assembly may know that Jehovah saves not with sword and spear: for the battle is Jehovah's, and he will give you into our hand.  The Lord Jesus will always deliver you from the giants that face you.
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
