Is your faith pleasing God?

Hebrews 11:6 But without faith it is impossible to please Him, for he who comes to God must believe that He is, and that He is a rewarder of those who diligently seek Him.
You need to know what kind of faith is pleasing to God. 

The kind of faith that pleases God is believing that He loves you so much that He sent His only son Jesus to die for you. If you believe that you have accepted Jesus as your savior and Lord then nothing is impossible. 

It says in Mark 11:22-24 22 So Jesus answered and said to them, “Have faith in God. 23 For assuredly, I say to you, whoever says to this mountain, ‘Be removed and be cast into the sea,’ and does not doubt in his heart, but believes that those things he says will be done, he will have whatever he says. 24 Therefore I say to you, whatever things you ask when you pray, believe that you receive them, and you will have them.
The definition of faith is consistency of profession. Do you always stand on God’s Word and His promises? If you do, that is consistency of profession. Do you stand on God’s Word when everything you see tells you to give up?  If you do, that is consistency of profession. Do you seek God’s Word about every decision in your life? If you do, that is consistency of profession.
The apostle Paul understood that once he accepted Jesus there was no turning back so his faith had to be in God through Jesus. Paul wrote in Colossians 2:8-10 8 Beware lest anyone cheat you through philosophy and empty deceit, according to the tradition of men, according to the basic principles of the world, and not according to Christ. 9 For in Him dwells all the fullness of the Godhead bodily; 10 and you are complete in Him, who is the head of all principality and power.
Is your faith in the only one who can make you complete?
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
