Is your waiting bearing fruit?
Isaiah 40:31 But they that wait upon the LORD shall renew their strength; they shall mount up with wings as eagles; they shall run, and not be weary; and they shall walk, and not faint.
Hebrews 12:11 Now no chastening for the present seemeth to be joyous, but grievous: nevertheless afterward it yieldeth the peaceable fruit of righteousness unto them which are exercised thereby.
John 15:16 Ye have not chosen me, but I have chosen you, and ordained you, that ye should go and bring forth fruit, and that your fruit should remain: that whatsoever ye shall ask of the Father in my name, he may give it you.
The Word of God talks about a process of bearing fruit. No fruit is instantly ripe, it takes time. There needs to be the planting, the watering, the weeding, the pruning and the harvest.
The terms listed all have spiritual meaning:

Planting: Paul said he planted the Word of God in their heart. 1 Corinthians 3:6


Watering:: Apollos watered I Corinthians 3:6


Weeding: Cleansing ourselves of sin and its desire.  2 Corinthians 7:1


Pruning: God prunes us through his Word. John 15:2

Harvest: The bountiful harvest is produced when we allow the Word to change us. Mark 4:20

Galatians 5:22.23 But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, self-control.

Can people see the Word of God working in your life, by seeing the fruit of the Spirit? You can tell if a piece of fruit is ripe by tasting it. People can tell whether your fruit is ripe by your actions. The saying ‘talks cheap but action speaks louder than words.’ Is your fruit screaming SAVED and I want everyone to know it or is it whispering saved and I hope I don’t embarrass myself?
