Is your well half full or half empty?
2 Peter 1:19 - We have also a more sure word of prophecy; whereunto ye do well that ye take heed, as unto a light that shineth in a dark place, until the day dawn, and the day star arise in your hearts: [image: image1.wmf]
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James 2:8 - If ye fulfil the royal law according to the scripture, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself, ye do well: [image: image3.wmf]
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2 Thessalonians 3:13 - But ye, brethren, be not weary in well doing. 
The difference between half full and half empty is; half full means you see the positive in any situation and that there is always enough supply. Half empty means you see the worst in any situation and you supply is running out. 

The well I’m talking about is the Greek word meaning moral or honest. We sometimes get discouraged when we see our Christians brothers prospering without being moral or honest. They may prosper but it will be for a limited time because it says in Galatians 6:7 - Be not deceived; God is not mocked: for whatsoever a man soweth, that shall he also reap.  This means in the half full well of being moral and honest, you are striving to all do the right thing knowing your actions reflect the Jesus in you.
In these last days you will see allot more Christians compromising their beliefs for gain. What they gain by compromising is short lived and cursed. When you do or take something by compromising the Lord you open the door for Satan to wreak havoc in your life. You will want to cry out to God and ask for forgiveness. God will forgive but the consequences of your compromise will still happen. Christians think they live under different laws of God than everyone else, they think forgiveness means absolution with no penalty.
What ever you’re doing that is prospering you by compromising your walk with Jesus, STOP IT. Let your well doing be as if Jesus was the one you are pleasing. Quit worrying about what YOU need to do and let Jesus be the well of your doing.[image: image5.wmf]
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
