Lying in Green Pastures

Psalm 23: 1-2 The LORD is my shepherd; I shall not want. He maketh me to lie down in green pastures: he leadeth me beside the still waters.  KJV

Psalm 23: 1-2 THE LORD is my Shepherd [to feed, guide, and shield me], I shall not lack. He makes me lie down in [fresh, tender] green pastures; He leads me beside the still and restful waters. Amplified Bible

Psalm 23:1-2 The LORD is my shepherd, I shall not be in want. He makes me lie down in green pastures; he leads me beside quiet waters, NIV

Every translation of the scripture gives the same message. The message God is trying to tell us that no matter what situation you are in stop advancing, fall down, lie or sit. God is trying to get us in a stop position so he can speak, help or restore us to what He wants us to be. God wants us in a resting position because when we are rested we are calmer and can hear Him better. 
Take a look at your life today. Do you need God to intervene? He will intervene if he can get us in position to receive. God’s biggest problem with us is getting us to trust him totally in all things. The reason we don’t trust him totally is that we are to busy hear his directions. Our busy mind doesn’t hear God’s directions so we think we missed God, but if we are in a resting position in green pastures we will hear God.
Where are your green pastures? Your green pasture is a place where you can be still and at rest. If you don’t have the restful quiet place you need to get one or God will find you one. God will stop our busy lives to save us from ourselves. In scripture says ‘He maketh me’ and this reality is what most Christians miss. God loves you so much he will make you lie down and rest.
