Miracles

John 2:7-9  7Jesus saith unto them, Fill the waterpots with water. And they filled them up to the brim.  8And he saith unto them, Draw out now, and bear unto the governor of the feast. And they bare it. 9When the ruler of the feast had tasted the water that was made wine, and knew not whence it was: (but the servants which drew the water knew;) the governor of the feast called the bridegroom,

The dictionary defines a miracle as an extraordinary event manifesting divine intervention in human affairs. There are many stories in the Bible of God intervening in people’s lives.  Just as the one in John 2 where Jesus turned the water into wine. Jesus didn’t turn the water into wine as a parlor trick. The miracle was a test of the servant’s faith. Jesus asked the servants to fill waterpots with water. When the waterpots were full, Jesus instructed the servants to draw some out and take it to the ruler to taste. The ruler commented on how the wine the servants brought was better than the first wine served. 

God will intervene in our lives and do extraordinary things IF we have the faith to believe He can. You may be the one who receives a miracle or the person God uses in  performing the miracle, in both cases faith in God is required. In 1 Corinthians 12:10a ‘to another the working of miracles,’ the Holy Spirit  interacts with believers and uses  them as a manifestation of His power. 

You may be that person who needs a miracle today or you  know someone who needs a miracle. Have faith in God and know He is still in the miracle working business. God can create a miracle, use people in delivering a miracle or He can suspend the laws of nature (which he created)  in performing a miracle. You have to believe what the scripture says in Hebrews 11:6 But without faith it is impossible to please him: for he that cometh to God must believe that he is, and that he is a rewarder of them that diligently seek him.
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
