Narrow Thinking Produces Slim Results

John 6:1-9 1After these things Jesus went over the sea of Galilee, which is the sea of Tiberias.  2And a great multitude followed him, because they saw his miracles which he did on them that were diseased.  3And Jesus went up into a mountain, and there he sat with his disciples. 4And the passover, a feast of the Jews, was nigh.  5When Jesus then lifted up his eyes, and saw a great company come unto him, he saith unto Philip, Whence shall we buy bread, that these may eat?  6And this he said to prove him: for he himself knew what he would do.  7Philip answered him, Two hundred pennyworth of bread is not sufficient for them, that every one of them may take a little.  8One of his disciples, Andrew, Simon Peter's brother, saith unto him,  9There is a lad here, which hath five barley loaves, and two small fishes: but what are they among so many? 

What if Jesus would have let the disciples thinking direct his next move? There would be no miracle of the loaves and fishes. Many times we allow our narrow thinking limit God in our lives. God’s Word, the Bible, tells us that God heals. Sickness attacks us, it might be a cold, cancer or some kind of bodily injury. How do we react to the event? Do you accept what seems obvious or do you accept God’s promises? This is where narrow thinking can limit God. You need to expand your thinking that ‘nothing is too hard for God’ Jeremiah 32:17. God’s Word promised he would heal you in Isaiah 53:5, 1 Peter 2:24 and Matthew 8:17. Expand your thinking by allowing God’s promises to be your beliefs. 

God’s promises are there for health, prosperity, miracles and anything in this life. All you need is to allow God’s promises to expand your faith. You have a choice, either trust God and his Word or trust narrow thinking of doubt and un-belief. This isn’t a magic formula but a heart filled belief that God loves you has told you the truth about what He will do for you. Hebrews 11:1 Now faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen. Faith in God’s Word gives the assurance that what God promised He would do.
