Never Alone

Hebrews 13:5 Let your conversation be without covetousness; and be content with such things as ye have: for he hath said, I will never leave thee, nor forsake thee.

Jesus wants us to know that he is aware of our every need and situation. The reason he wants us to know that he knows is so we won’t worry. The comforting truth from Jesus should stop us from worrying but we still worry. When we worry it stops Jesus from intervening in our lives with help. Worry is a sin and sin stops Jesus from helping. Worry is the opposite of faith and faith is a virtue. It says in Hebrews 11:6 But without faith it is impossible to please him: for he that cometh to God must believe that he is, and that he is a rewarder of them that diligently seek him.

Psalm 46:1 God is our refuge and strength, a very present help in trouble. In Hebrew the phrase ‘very present’ is shown as  ‘to be found ‘ a help in time of trouble. 

If the Word says he will never forsake us and is a very present help in trouble, what is our problem? Our problem is that we don’t really believe the Word or we think the Word lies. We don’t want to be confronted with these types of statements because they question our basic beliefs. Either the Word of God is 100% true or it’s a lie. 99.9% right makes it 100% false.

If you want all of Jesus in your life you have to believe all of Jesus. I know this will require a change in your talk and walk. Jesus gave us 100% should we do no less. You will go to church and praise the Lord with the best of them but let a little trouble happen and you are complaining  “where is Jesus when I need him?” You should say I know you are here Lord because your Word says so. I will not be afraid because you are with me and I know I am never alone. Jesus will never leave you if you draw close to him.

You’re in a war a spiritual war. Satan wants us to focus on the problem not the Bible, which has our solution. Ephesians 6:12 For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this world, against spiritual wickedness in high places. 

We aren’t alone Jesus has defeated Satan and he is right beside us sharing the  victory.
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
