New Beginning

Isaiah 43:18-19 18Remember ye not the former things, neither consider the things of old. 19Behold, I will do a new thing; now it shall spring forth; shall ye not know it? I will even make a way in the wilderness, and rivers in the desert.
Do you need a new beginning? You may need a new beginning in your business, job, marriage, finances, health, ministry, school or many other areas. God is the author of new beginnings. People think a new beginning is a new start or a do over but in God’s thinking a new beginning is a fresh new day. God’s fresh new day comes with new opportunities. The great Christian writer C.S. Lewis believed that when he received salvation he needed to live it. 
Have you been crying out to God for a new beginning? Your part of the new beginning is changing to way you act and think. When the fresh new day opens up before you what will you do different than you did yesterday? If you act the same way, you’ll make the same mistakes. You need to change the way you think in-order to have a new beginning.

Philippians 2:5 Let this mind be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus: KJV

Romans 12:2 And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God.  KJV
Romans 12:2 Do not be conformed to this world (this age), [fashioned after and adapted to its external, superficial customs], but be transformed (changed) by the [entire] renewal of your mind [by its new ideals and its new attitude], so that you may prove [for yourselves] what is the good and acceptable and perfect will of God, even the thing which is good and acceptable and perfect [in His sight for you]. Amplified Bible

Salvation came by what Jesus did and a new beginning will start when you are willing to work out your salvation.
