Next Step

Genesis 12:1-4 1Now the LORD had said unto Abram, Get thee out of thy country, and from thy kindred, and from thy father's house, unto a land that I will shew thee:  2And I will make of thee a great nation, and I will bless thee, and make thy name great; and thou shalt be a blessing: 3And I will bless them that bless thee, and curse him that curseth thee: and in thee shall all families of the earth be blessed. 4So Abram departed, as the LORD had spoken unto him; and Lot went with him: and Abram was seventy and five years old when he departed out of Haran.

Has God spoken to you directly or do you feel that need a new direction. What should you do?

Revelation 3:8a I know thy works: behold, I have set before thee an open door, and no man can shut it:
Several key issues have to be addressed:

1. Was it God speaking?

2. Do you just want a change for change sake?

3. Where God leads He provides a way.

4. The first step is an outward sign of an inward knowing. Another way of saying it is, faithfulness is an outward sign of your faith.

5. The inward leading will be made clear with an open door.

6. If the door isn’t open don’t step out.

God spoke to Abram and provided the open door. Satan will try to confuse you with a feeling and an apparent open door but no peace. 

When I bought my first group of fabric stores certain events showed that God was in charge and I had peace through it all.

1. I received a call inquiring if I wanted to buy the stores.

2. That night I attended a Bible study where the leader gave a verse I knew was for me.

3. I fasted and prayed the next day and received an amount that I could buy the stores for which were so small it seemed ridiculous.

4. Through a series of miraculous events I bought the stores 40 days later
