One Prayer Away
James 5:16 Confess your faults one to another, and pray one for another, that ye may be healed. The effectual fervent prayer of a righteous man availeth much.

Matthew 7:7 Ask, and it shall be given you; seek, and ye shall find; knock, and it shall be opened unto you:

Psalm 34:10 The young lions do lack, and suffer hunger: but they that seek the LORD shall not want any good thing.

The words seek means to inquire of God frequently in a worshiping manner. Some Christians think that once you ask God for something you aren’t to ask again, he heard you so just wait for the answer. I believe the Word of God tells us that God loves to hear his children ask, seek and knock. It isn’t unbelief to keep praying its unbelief to quit. 

In Mark 9:23 Jesus said unto him, If thou canst believe, all things are possible to him that believeth. Most unbelief comes from wrong teaching. Unbelief and sin are the two things that stop prayer from being effectual. 

People want to say it wasn’t God’s will to answer that prayer. They take the verse 1 John 5:14 out of context. It is God’s will to do everything his word says he will do. In John 15:7 If ye abide in me, and my words abide in you, ye shall ask what ye will, and it shall be done unto you. If God’s word abides in you, then his will abides in you and you know how to pray his will. If you’re praying for a healing and it hasn’t manifested yet, keep praying because you are one prayer away from that healing. If you need a financial miracle and you have been tithing keep praying because you are one prayer away from that blessing. 

Jesus never taught his disciples to preach but he did teach them how to pray.  There is nothing too small or large that we can’t bring to God in prayer.  Learn how to grab a hold of God in your prayer time and don’t let go. Keep asking, keep seeking and keep knocking because you are just one prayer away from your blessing.
