Profiting From Patience

Hebrews 6:12 that you do not become sluggish (lazy), but imitate those who through faith and patience inherit the promises.
 Many of us get lazy when we pray not standing firm on what we have prayed for. Our laziness is that we say a prayer and when it isn’t answered immediately we don’t continue to believe for it to be answered. We have a promise from God or a divine assurance that he will act if we believe when we pray. Believing is the receiving the prayer answered and standing on that answer until it manifests. 
James 1:2-4 My brethren, count it all joy when you fall into various trials, 3 knowing that the testing of your faith produces patience. 4 But let patience have its perfect work, that you may be perfect and complete, lacking nothing.
The trial we have when we pray is God is proving our trustworthiness to see if we will endure until the answer is manifested.  The word lacking in James 1:4 speaks volumes because it implies that we leave something on the table when we don’t wait for the answer to be manifested of our prayer.
Daniel 10: 12,13 Then he said to me, “Do not fear, Daniel, for from the first day that you set your heart to understand, and to humble yourself before your God, your words were heard; and I have come because of your words. 13 But the prince of the kingdom of Persia withstood me twenty-one days; and behold, Michael, one of the chief princes, came to help me, for I had been left alone there with the kings of Persia
Daniel had to wait for twenty days to see the answer of a prayer manifest. Daniel didn’t doubt when the answer wasn’t immediate he didn’t get lazy in his believing. Daniel knew God heard him and the answer would come because he believed when he prayed he did not disbelieve when it took time.

What have you prayed about and become lazy in your believing when the prayer wasn’t answered immediately? Check your prayer list. What have you given up on? Revive that list with belief and don’t become lazy in your waiting.
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
