Repentance 

Repentance is a reversal of direction, thought, decisions or actions. 

Matthew 4:17 From that time Jesus began to preach and to say, "Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at hand."
Jesus knew that if we didn’t turn from our self destructive ways we would perish. Jesus calls for us to repent and stop doing the things which caused us to be held captive in sin. .
2 Peter 3:9 The Lord is not slack concerning His promise, as some count slackness, but is longsuffering toward us, not willing that any should perish but that all should come to repentance.

You may think that God doesn’t see what you do or say because He doesn’t strike you down. God loves you and wants you to repent and waits for that moment of surrender. God isn’t being easy on your sin but gracious in His love. 
2 Chronicles 7:14 if My people who are called by My name will humble themselves, and pray and seek My face, and turn from their wicked ways, then I will hear from heaven, and will forgive their sin and heal their land.
God is calling the church to turn (change direction) from the ways that has made it weak and sterile. The church today has decided to focus on happiness, possessions and self importance rather than on the sin that creates those thoughts.  Obeying God’s Word is the first step in true repentance.  The church today operates in complacency that has developed a soft attitude towards sin. 
Revelation 3:19 As many as I love, I rebuke and chasten. Therefore be zealous and repent.
God loves us so much that He won’t allow us to go down that sinful path without giving us a chance to repent. My mother prayed and asked God to make my life miserable so I would turn to Him. God heard my mother’s prayer and honored her request and I repented.
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
