Responsibility as a friend

Proverbs 18:24 A man who has friends must himself be friendly, But there is a friend who sticks closer than a brother.

Proverbs 27:17 As iron sharpens iron, So a man sharpens the countenance of his friend.

James 2:23 And the Scripture was fulfilled which says, Abraham believed God, and it was accounted to him for righteousness. And he was called the friend of God.

The test of what true friendship is that after you come to Jesus you invite your friends to join you. If your friends are not willing to join you in Christ then you move with your new Jesus filled life. If you remain friends with an unbeliever that friendship will keep you tied to your old life before Jesus. I know people want to believe that their new life will change their friend. The Word of God says in 2 Corinthians 6:17 Therefore “ come out from among them and be separate, says the Lord. do not touch what is unclean, and I will receive you.”
John 15:12-15 12 This is My commandment, that you love one another as I have loved you. 13 Greater love has no one than this, than to lay down one’s life for his friends. 14 You are My friends if you do whatever I command you. 15 No longer do I call you servants, for a servant does not know what his master is doing; but I have called you friends, for all things that I heard from My Father I have made known to you.
Jesus’ responsibility to us as our friend has a requirement. He calls us friend if we do what He commands us. What Jesus commands us to do is listed in the Word of God.
