Psalm 16:9 Therefore my heart is glad, and my glory rejoices; my flesh also will rest in hope.

Acts 2:26 Therefore my heart rejoiced, and my tongue was glad; moreover my flesh also will rest in hope.
Although Peter quotes David’s writing in Psalm 16 there are two very distinct meanings but the same resolve. The resolve is that David was secure in the Lord. Peter says we can have that same security in the Lord.

Hope is one of the big three with faith and love. Just as faith and love are a gift from God that we need to release to have results so is hope. Take you eyes off the situation and put them in the giver of hope, Jesus. 
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
