Share your faith

Philemon 1:4-6 4I thank my God, making mention of thee always in my prayers, 5Hearing of thy love and faith, which thou hast toward the Lord Jesus, and toward all saints;  6That the communication of thy faith may become effectual by the acknowledging of every good thing which is in you in Christ Jesus. 

Why should I share my faith? 

You share your faith because you believe that Jesus is the only hope for mankind. John 14:6 Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me. 
The fear of embarrassment is not from God it’s from satan and will leave as you tell people what Jesus means to you. James 4:7 Submit yourselves therefore to God. Resist the devil, and he will flee from you. 
 Sharing your faith should always be personal with great boldness. Joshua 1:9 Have not I commanded thee? Be strong and of a good courage; be not afraid, neither be thou dismayed: for the LORD thy God is with thee whithersoever thou goest. 
God’s plan of salvation set forth in Paul’s letter to the Romans...

· For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God.  Romans 3:23
We have all sinned and do not deserve the glory of God. We are all sinners and need to have our sins blotted out and until this is done, we fall short of the glory of God. 

· For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.  Romans 6:23
Death is what one receives if they don't turn away from sin. The gift of God is eternal life--His gift to us--from refusing to be a slave to sin any longer. 

· But God commendeth his love toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us.  Romans 5:8
God sent Jesus to die in our place because of the great love He has for us. While we were still sinners, He died for us. 

· For whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord shall be saved.   Romans 10:13
Admit your sins - You must admit to God that you are a sinner and confess your sins to Him. Not only do we need to confess our sins, we need to repent - meaning to turn away from them. 

· That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved.   Romans 10:9
Receive Jesus as Lord and surrender your life to Him. 
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
