The amazing grace of God
Luke 12: 6,7 “Are not five sparrows sold for two copper coins? And not one of them is forgotten before God. 7 But the very hairs of your head are all numbered. Do not fear therefore; you are of more value than many sparrows.
We never really understand the amazing grace of God. We read about it and talk about it but when we see it in action we are overwhelmed.  It’s God’s grace that makes us valuable because without His grace we have no value. 
Two incidents have made a profound impression on my life in recent weeks. 
My father in law just accepted Jesus as his savior on  Friday and two days later he died. The family, friends and church folks had prayed diligently for his salvation but he hadn’t accepted Jesus. Then God through His amazing grace, sent a past business friend to witness to him. This friend traveled a great distance to come and share the gospel. The friend shared on a Thursday evening with no results and came back to see him on Friday and shared the gospel again and my father in law gave his life to Jesus.
Three weeks ago a lady was brought to church by a friend. She had only come to church three times. On her third visit during the altar call she gave her life to Jesus not coming forward  but sitting with her friend on the pew and her friend was a witness. The next day she died.  
2 Peter 3:9 The Lord is not slack concerning His promise, as some count slackness, but is longsuffering toward us, not willing that any should perish but that all should come to repentance.
God’s grace provided the opportunity and his love saved each person. 

You may have someone you been praying for. Don’t give up because God hears those prayers and His grace will set up the opportunity for the encounter with Jesus.
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
