The Ministry of Jesus ‘Saving the Lost’

Romans 10:13 For “whoever calls on the name of the LORD shall be saved.”
When the Apostle Paul wrote this in letter to the Roman Christians he was quoting out of the Old Testament (Torah) Joel 2:32. Joel was a prophet to Judah who preceded Isaiah in ministry but both had written revelations that would guide the early church. Those revelations are some of the foundations to our faith today. 
Jesus’ ministry is about delivering mankind from its inherited sinful seed brought on by Adam’s fall. Jesus is quoted in Matthew 18:11 For the Son of Man has come to save that which was lost and also in Luke 19:10 for the Son of Man has come to seek and to save that which was lost.”
Jesus commanded the believers in Matthew 28:19 Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and in Mark 16:15 And He said to them, “Go into all the world and preach the gospel to every creature.
Jesus’ ministry was saving the lost people (sheep) of Israel, then extending salvation to the rest of the world. Jesus commands His followers, the believers, to be witnesses to the world about His saving message. It says in Hebrews 13:8 Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, today, and forever. 

The pattern is very clear. The prophets of old prophesied that this would be the Son of God’s message. Jesus understood that His life would be ended by paying the price on the cross for people’s sin. Paul and the apostles took Jesus’ salvation message to the world around them. 

The apostles gave the church instructions in the form of the New Testament of what are called to do. We as believers are to take the message that Jesus gave us in John 14:6 Jesus said to him, “I am the way, the truth, and the life. No one comes to the Father except through Me. 
Don’t be afraid or bashful but be bold and courageous because you are continuing what Jesus started, saving the lost. 
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
