The Ministry of Jesus’ ‘Provision’

Matthew 14:15-21 15 When it was evening, His disciples came to Him, saying, "This is a deserted place, and the hour is already late. Send the multitudes away, that they may go into the villages and buy themselves food." 16 But Jesus said to them, "They do not need to go away. You give them something to eat." 17 And they said to Him, "We have here only five loaves and two fish." 18 He said, "Bring them here to Me." 19 Then He commanded the multitudes to sit down on the grass. And He took the five loaves and the two fish, and looking up to heaven, He blessed and broke and gave the loaves to the disciples; and the disciples gave to the multitudes. 20 So they all ate and were filled, and they took up twelve baskets full of the fragments that remained. 21 Now those who had eaten were about five thousand men, besides women and children.

In Matthew chapter 10, Jesus sent the disciples out and gave them all the spiritual authority they needed. Jesus also told the disciples not to worry about money or provision, it would be provided. 

Jesus gave the disciples a chance to take authority over the situation but they lacked the faith to see the provision. Jesus saw the same five loaves and two fish and He saw provision for thousands. 

 Jesus gave the disciples His word but when the task was too large they didn’t believe. He has given word to us in Philippians 4:19 And my God shall supply all your need according to His riches in glory by Christ Jesus.  We have the same choice the disciples had, we can believe that Jesus will provide, no matter what the situation. You can see provision or you can see lack, the choice is yours. 

You have settle some basic questions. Can God provide? Will God provide? Will God provide for me? If you can answer yes to all the questions, that’s faith in God. If there is a no, maybe or I’m not sure, you will never see God’s provision. You can’t wish God would provide, you have to know it and believe it. The Bible says in Mark 9:23 Jesus said to him, "If you can believe, all things are possible to him who believes."
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
