Wait on the Lord
Isaiah 40:31 But they that wait upon the LORD shall renew their strength; they shall mount up with wings as eagles; they shall run, and not be weary; and they shall walk, and not faint.
Here are some examples of not waiting.

1. I am going to do this because God did it this way last time.

2. I prayed and I have peace.

3. God gave me a brain so I know what to do.

4. If you have lemons, make lemonade.

5. Time is running out.

6. I feel all alone so I need to do something.

7. Everyone thinks I’m right.

The key is ‘wait on the Lord’.

When Moses and the children of Israel had their backs against the Red Sea, God told Moses to raise his staff over the water to part it. Different than in the movie God caused a wind to blow all night to dry the sea bed. (Exodus 14:21)  Moses and the Israelites had to wait until the sea bed was dry to pass over. God gave the word and started moving but the Israelites had to wait until God was finished before they moved. 
How often have you prayed and asked God to do this or that and as soon as He starts moving you take the lead and take off.? You will never get God’s best for your life if you can’t learn to wait. What if the disciples had gone to Jesus’ grave as soon as he was buried and opened the tomb? The disciples would have interfered with God’s redemption plan for all of us.
The creator of all the heaven and earth is more than capable of taking care of us. The three steps you need to learn are:


1   Pray


2. Wait for the open door.

3. If God isn’t moving, don’t do anything.
You’ll know when God has moved.
