Colossians 4:5, 6 Walk in wisdom toward those who are outside, redeeming the time. 6 Let your speech always be with grace, seasoned with salt, that you may know how you ought to answer each one.

James 1:5 If any of you lacks wisdom, let him ask of God, who gives to all liberally and without reproach, and it will be given to him.

When you seek Jesus and you are walking in wisdom He will direct you and give you an opportunity and/or an occasion to use it. When you submit to the leadership of Jesus the wisdom that will come forth from you will be given with graciousness, with reason that has been prepared and with a necessary purpose.
