What are you going to say when you see him? 

Matthew 25: 37-40 37 Then these righteous ones will reply, Lord, when did we ever see you hungry and feed you? Or thirsty and give you something to drink? 38 Or a stranger and show you hospitality? Or naked and give you clothing? 39 When did we ever see you sick or in prison and visit you?â€™ 40 And the King will say, I tell you the truth, when you did it to one of the least of thesemy brothers and sisters, you were doing it to me! 

We see the face of Jesus everyday in the people around us but we fail to recognize him. We see that man on the corner holding a sign: ‘I’ll work for food’. We see him in the hospital dying from cancer. We see him as a child hungry and need of clothing. We see him as a convicted felon serving 20 years to life. We see Jesus all around us in people we don’t want to associate with. I know the image isn’t the same one you see in paintings of this loving man holding a small child. 

Jesus is the savior of the whole world. Jesus chose to give his life or all people even the ones we don’t like to encounter. People wear a wristband WWJD for ‘What Would Jesus Do’. We need one for the downtrodden, hurting, displaced, sick and incarcerated, IJWAYGTD that stands for I’m Jesus What Are You Going To Do.’

This will require you to get out of your comfort zone of a church building and see Jesus in the people around you. Jesus says ‘what we do to the least of these, we are doing unto him.’ When you see Jesus in the faces and lives of people needing help you will begin to change. You will start doing the works as Jesus. In says in John 14:12 Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on me, the works that I do shall he do also; and greater works than these shall he do; because I go unto my Father. 

Start today taking Jesus out of your home and church and into the world around you. One person doing the works as Jesus can change the world for Jesus. 
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
