What are you saving?
Matthew 6:20, 21 - But lay up for yourselves treasures in heaven, where neither moth nor rust doth corrupt, and where thieves do not break through nor steal: For where your treasure is, there will your heart be also. 
When my Dad passed away we had to go through his possessions. It is amazing what a person holds valuable in their life. Things that are valuable to one person are not valuable to another. I have a collection of Bibles that I think are valuable, not for their monetary worth but for the word. I know I don’t need all these Bibles but it is hard to part with them. What have you packed away that you never use? It could be a help to someone else but you hold on to it as if it was a treasure. 

We need to learn that the things of this life are temporary but the things of God are permanent. Are you just as intent on saving a scripture that will come in handy during a time of need? Saving a scripture in your memory is more valuable than money. When an attack comes which is more valuable to you a good attorney or the peace that comes from God? In Psalms 112:7 He does not fear bad news, nor live in dread of what may happen. For it is settled in his mind that Jehovah will take care of him.
People always think about laying up treasure in heaven as tithing Matthew 16:19 - And I will give to thee the keys of the kingdom of the heavens; and whatsoever thou mayest bind upon the earth shall be bound in the heavens; and whatsoever thou mayest loose on the earth shall be loosed in the heavens. By treasuring the Word of God more than possessions you are storing up treasures in heaven. When an attack comes you can draw on that heavenly account and loose the Word of God on your behalf. People don’t see the Word working in their lives is because they haven’t laid up treasure in heaven. You may ask how I can lay up treasure in heaven to draw it out when I need it. How do you lay up earthly possessions? You store them away. You need to store the Word of God in you mind and heart. When the attack comes, you say, Father your Word says. By knowing what the Word says and believing it you can draw on that heavenly account that is administered by God. Let God be your banker. He will multiply your giving and  your ability to use His Word.
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
