What will the New Year bring?

Jeremiah 33:1-3

1 While Jeremiah was still confined in the courtyard of the guard, the Lord gave him this second message: 2 “This is what the Lord says—the Lord who made the earth, who formed and established it, whose name is the Lord: 3 Ask me and I will tell you remarkable secrets you do not know about things to come. 4 For this is what the Lord, the God of Israel, says: You have torn down the houses of this city and even the king’s palace to get materials to strengthen the walls against the siege ramps and swords of the enemy. 5 You expect to fight the Babylonians, but the men of this city are already as good as dead, for I have determined to destroy them in my terrible anger. I have abandoned them because of all their wickedness.  NLT

What are you looking for in the New Year, wealth, happiness, contentment, healing, a new relationship or are you seeking God’s will? 

What if it’s God’s will for a country like the United States loose its dominance in the world in order to wake up the sleeping church? It says in 2 Chronicles 7:14 If my people, which are called by my name, shall humble themselves, and pray, and seek my face, and turn from their wicked ways; then will I hear from heaven, and will forgive their sin, and will heal their land.

Is the church praying and seeking God’s face? Does the church recognize that the wickedness of abortion, pornography, materialism, political corruptness and lack of humanity are sins that need repentance? 

Jeremiah faced the same problem in his day and preached that God was using outside forces to bring Israel and Judah to their knees. Neither the Kings nor people would listen to the prophet of God. God took away Israel and Judah’s defenses and they were taken captive.

I believe the same thing will happen to the United States if it doesn’t turn from its wicked ways. Social reform and government-backed legislation to cure societies ills won’t stop God from bringing destruction. The only thing that will stop God’s judgment is true repentance. True repentance is turning and going totally opposite in direction.

You, your church and the United States needs to say ‘God forgive me and my country of our sin and let us be a light shining in a dark world. We acknowledge God that we only have forgiveness through your Son Jesus Christ. We ask you God to heal our land’
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
