You can’t Holy people into the Kingdom.

 Acts 2:29-36 29Men and brethren, let me freely speak unto you of the patriarch David, that he is both dead and buried, and his sepulchre is with us unto this day.  30Therefore being a prophet, and knowing that God had sworn with an oath to him, that of the fruit of his loins, according to the flesh, he would raise up Christ to sit on his throne; 31He seeing this before spake of the resurrection of Christ, that his soul was not left in hell, neither his flesh did see corruption. 32This Jesus hath God raised up, whereof we all are witnesses. 33Therefore being by the right hand of God exalted, and having received of the Father the promise of the Holy Ghost, he hath shed forth this, which ye now see and hear. 34For David is not ascended into the heavens: but he saith himself, The Lord said unto my Lord, Sit thou on my right hand, 35Until I make thy foes thy footstool.  36Therefore let all the house of Israel know assuredly, that God hath made the same Jesus, whom ye have crucified, both Lord and Christ. 

You can’t win people to Jesus with your Holy life, Holy service or your Holy church. What if Peter with the other people, on they day of Pentecost after the Holy Spirit came on  them, would have stood up and acted Holy without opening their mouths? No one would have known that a pivotal event in history would have taken place and not one of the thousands that were saved that day would have been saved.
We spoke about the scripture in Philemon 1:6 That the communication of thy faith may become effectual by the acknowledging of every good thing which is in you in Christ Jesus. People who know Jesus as their personal savior have at least one good thing in their lives that Jesus did for them. If we talk about nothing else but our Jesus moment, that is more important, than any other events in peoples lives. People want to hear how their lives can be better. Most aren’t looking for perfect but something better than they have. Most have found out that things and pleasures don’t last and can’t give peace or happiness. 
If you are willing to share those Jesus moments in your life, even if it is only one, with someone today, your testimony will save a life. If you are willing learn one scripture from the Bible from the Bible that you will have handy to explain God’s salvation plan it is Romans 10:9  9That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved.
You  don’t have to know the whole Bible but be willing to sharing that good thing in you in Christ Jesus, lives will change, including yours.
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
